As the Director of Science Affairs, beginning September 6, 2022, Dr. Le

Menestrel’s core duties will include oversight of SRCD’s four journals,
solicitation and review of proposals from SRCD members for science-based
initiatives including the Biennial and Special Topics Meetings, and projects such as the Small Grants Program
for Early Career Scholars, and the Towards 2044: Horowitz Early Career Scholar Program as well as building

relationships with SRCD funders.

Dr. Le Menestrel was a founder of the Journal of Youth Development: Bridging Research and Practiceand
chaired its publications committee. She has published in numerous refereed journals and is an invited
member of several advisory groups including a research advisory group for the American Camp Association
(ACA). She recently concluded a 3-year term as an elected member of the McLean Community Center
Governing Board, is an elected member of the ACA Board of Directors, serves on the Board of Directors for
Brigade of Mercy, a volunteer-run charitable non-profit, and is a volunteer mentor for the Dream Project VA.
She holds a B.S. in psychology from St. Lawrence University and an M.S. and Ph.D. in human development
and family studies from Pennsylvania State University. Dr. Le Menestrel also has a nonprofit management

executive certificate from Georgetown University, and she is a certified association executive.
